Valued Items 
We discourage students from bringing special toys, games or collectable items to school.  These items can 
sometimes distract students from their learning and we cannot guarantee that they won’t be damaged or 
misplaced.  If your child has something special to share with their class, our teachers encourage students to 
bring along a photo of the item.   
There is a current trend around Super Hero Discs and ‘focus toys’ such as fidget spinners and cubes.  Whilst 
students are permitted to bring discs to school at this time, they are not permitted to trade, accept or give away 

discs.  I know Woolworths are currently offering Trade Mornings, so encourage parents to utilise these 
opportunities for students to complete their collections.  
The purpose of focus toys is to assist student to ‘tune in’ to their learning.  If these items detract from the explicit 
teaching or learning tasks, then teachers may ask that these are put away in tubs or are placed on the teacher’s 
desk to ensure optimum learning is maintained.   Again, the school does not accept responsibility for toys that 
are damaged or misplaced. 
 

Drop Off/Pick Up Times 

Our local residents have expressed concern around cars parked illegally over their driveways during drop off 
and pick up times.  I do understand that our local roads can become quite congested during peak hours, but ask 
that parents please respect the right of homeowners and the access to their properties.  The safety of our 
students is paramount and as such we have manned crossings to support the drop off and pick up of students 
outside the immediate perimeter of the school.
